The verses that we just read in this event are happening on Tuesday; if we understand things correctly.
For the last few weeks, we have been looking at different things here on Wednesday night. However, a
few weeks ago we looked at the Triumphal Entry; when He comes into Jerusalem riding a donkey.
People were praising Him. They were recognizing Him as the Messiah. It was just a great time. We
talked about that and the events that took place there. We talked about Him cursing the fig tree. We
talked about Him cleansing the temple. When we read these things, | think we miss how close they
happened together and why some things were done the way they were done.

This particular event happened on Tuesday. He is going to die on Friday, but this happened on Tuesday.

Picture this in your mind and keep this thought in your mind. Just one day before, He went into the
temple and cleansed the temple. What | mean by that; you remember He overturned the tables of the
money changers and He run out those that sold doves and all the animals that were there inside the
area where people should have been able to come and worship Almighty God. It was a place of
commerce. It was a place of business. That is what the chief priest, scribes, and elders had allowed. As
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you study things, they were getting very wealthy by what was going on here in the temple area and all

that was happening here.

There is no doubt in my mind when we read about what Jesus did that this must have broken His heart.

they are still yet rejecting Him.

The Bible says here, as they came into Jerusalem, if | understand things correctly, this is on Tuesday. He
is walking in the temple.

There is a good lesson here for us on this. Many times in life when tragedy comes, do you know what

we want to do?

However, they had taken the Law,
statutes, judgments and all the things that were there; when they re-wrote it, they injected into it their
own traditions. In other words, instead of taking what God had exactly said in the first five books of
Moses and writing it down word for word as they should have and passed it on down to people. What
they did was take what God had said and inject into it their own philosophy, traditions, or their own
thoughts. By the time we get to where Jesus is at here and what these people are looking at there was
not much similarity to what God had actually said and to what people were saying that God had said.
