They had a lot of 

confusion going on about tongues, the interpretation of tongues and all the different gifts.  They had all 

kinds of issues going on here at the church at Corinth.  One of them had to do with the resurrection.

I know that we 

have lungs.  I understand all that, but what is it in this body that really makes it alive?  Do you know 

what?
